Tailgate Guidelines

1.	 On the day, Tailgaters enter Windsor’s Polo Field at the 

Hammock Way entrance. A map will be included with 

your Tailgate parking tag.

2.	 Gates open at 10 a.m. Tailgaters must present their Tailgate 

parking tag which indicates the number of their parking 

spot. Tailgaters must park at their assigned parking spot.

3.	 The match begins at 2 p.m.

4.	 Tailgaters are welcome to bring their own food and 

beverages along with tables and chairs, picnic baskets, 

pop-up canopy tents (no larger than 10’ x 10’) and sun 

umbrellas. No grills or sound systems permitted.

5.	 We encourage all Tailgaters to participate in the Tailgate 

competition, but it is not mandatory.

6.	 Pets are not permitted at the event.

7.	 Visit the event website for details on other activities taking 

place on match day.

8.	 Tailgate competition details are as follows:	

•	 All contestants must purchase a Tailgate ticket 

(one vehicle per tailgate spot)

•	 Maximum six people per tailgate spot

•	 Tailgaters may combine their consecutive spots 

to create one competition entry

•	 All Tailgate presentations must be family-friendly

•	 Judges will tour the Tailgate section at 11 a.m.  

and then again during the first half of the match

•	 The winners will be announced and presented 

with prizes during the match half-time
